Try to follow the leader or conductor.

Learning Intentions

The children will:

Play a part on a tuned or untuned instrument
by ear. Decide to play Part 1 or Part 2.

Learn to treat instruments carefully and with
respect.

Rehearse and perform their parts within the
context of the unit song.

Learn to play together with everybody while
keeping in time with a steady beat.

Perform short, repeating rhythm patterns
(ostinati or riffs) while keeping in time with a
steady beat.

Explore and begin to create personal musical
ideas using the given notes for the unit.

Understand that improvisation is about making
up your own very simple tunes on the spot.

Follow a steady beat and stay ‘in time’.

Improvise simple vocal patterns using
'Question and Answer' phrases.

Understand the difference between creating a
rhythm pattern and a pitch pattern.

Learning Intentions

The children will:

Rehearse a song and then perform it to an
audience, explaining why the song was
chosen.

Add actions and perhaps movement to the
song.

Perform the song from memory.
Follow the leader or conductor.

Talk about the performance afterwards; saying
what they enjoyed and what they think could
have been better.

When planning, rehearsing, introducing and
performing the song:

e Introduce the performance (any
connection to the Social Theme is an
added bonus).

e Begin to play tuned and untuned
instruments musically within the
performance.

e Begin to use the voice expressively and
creatively by singing simple songs.

e Begin to play together as a
group/band/ensemble.

Show their understanding of the Musical
Spotlight and Social Theme, and how they
have influenced their performance.
